Being Desperate for God

To be desperate before God is to be extremely serious and be vulnerable before God. To have God as your last hope when all else has failed. When you are desperate you forget about religious routines and protocols. You become like the woman with an issue of blood who, though the law prevented her to touch Jesus (Lev. 15:19-33), touched Him (Mk 5:25) and what was said by the prophet Malachi (Mal. 4:2) was full-filled.

You become like the blind Bartimaes who shouted even more when the people rebuked him and told him to shut up (Mk 10:46). You find a way to come to Jesus even if there is no way (Lk. 5:19)

Because of desperation, Jacob, the deceiver wrestles with God until the socket of his hip was wrenched (Gen. 32:24-30). From this scripture you can see that being desperate brought a change of character (verse 28) and also blessings (protection and favour)

Because of desperation, Zacchaeus, the sinner and the tax collector, house got salvation (Lk. 19:1-9)

Jesus commands us to be desperate (Lk. 18:7)

Jehovah commands us to be desperate (Jer. 33:2-3)

The bible tells us that from heaven God looks down to see if anyone is wise enough to search for him (Psm. 53:2). 

In Psalm 50 verse 15, God says “call on me in the day of trouble; and I will deliver you, and you shall glorify me”
 In Jeremiah 29 verses 11 through 14 God reveals His plans about us, the plans to prosper us, to be attentive to our prayers, to be there for us and to restore us.
