Act 17:26 And He made from one [common origin, one source, one blood] all nations of men to settle on the face of the earth, having definitely determined [their] allotted periods of time and the fixed boundaries of their habitation (their settlements, lands, and abodes),

Act 17:27 So that they should seek God, in the hope that they might feel after Him and find Him, although He is not far from each one of us.

Act 17:28 For in Him we live and move and have our being; as even some of your [own] poets have said, For we are also His offspring.

From the latter two verses it is evident that one of the reasons why we were created was for us to seek Jehovah until we find Him. Verse 28 tells us that it is in Him that we have life, it is in Him that we are able to move and it is in Him that we are what we are; that is, it is in Him where we get our identity as His offspring or His children.

In Psalm 16 David wrote in verse one, keep and protect me, O God, for in You I have found refuge, and in You I put my trust and hide myself. In verse 10 he wrote that God will not abandon us to Sheol (or place of death), neither will He allow the righteous to decay.  In Verse 11 he wrote that in the presence of God there is fullness of joy, and at His right hand there are pleasures forevermore.
Nehemiah 8 verse 10 tells us that the joy of the Lord is your strength and stronghold.
In Exodus 33 verses 12 through 23 Moses asked for God for three things: firstly, to show him His ways, so that he may know Him [progressively become more deeply and intimately acquainted with Him, perceiving and recognizing and understanding more strongly and clearly] and that he may find favor in His sight presents; secondly, for the presence of God to go with them because the presence of God in their journey will be a signature that they have found a favor in the eyes of God, and it will also be a mark that will distinguish them as people of God from another people on the face of the earth; thirdly, Moses asked God to show him His glory.
In Exodus 34 verses 28 and 29, we read that Moses remained in the presence of the Lord for 40 day and 40 nights without eating bread or drinking water, and when he came down the skin of his face was shining because he has been in the presence of God.

Dear reader, if you want the glory of God to manifest in your life, you need to seek the Lord with all your heart until you find Him, and when you have found Him remain in Him like Moses did. Remember, the words of Simon Peter, after many of Jesus disciples turned away from Him and He was only left with the Twelve and He asked them if they also leaving, Simon Peter answered, Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words (the message) of eternal life (John 6:66-68).
