Faith can move any mountains (Mk. 11:22-24)

Faith makes us to exercise the God’s character that is built within us (Lk. 17: 5-6)

With faith nothing will be impossible for you (Mat 17:20)

Faith brings healing (Mat. 8:5-13; 15: 22-28; Mk. 7:24-30; 10: 46-52; Lk. 7:2-10; 8:43-44; 17:12-15; 18:35-42; Jn. 5:8; 9:6-7;
