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“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and knowledge of the Holy One is understanding (Proverbs 9:10)”; all who follow his percepts have good understanding (Psalms 111:10).

What is to fear God?

Looking at the above verses one may think that God want us to see Him as a sought of monster. No, God want us to see Him as our loving and caring Father, the one who is always there for us. When the bible talks about fearing God it means hating what God does not want. 

To fear the Lord is to hate evil, pride and arrogance, evil behaviour and perverse speech (Proverbs 8:13). 

Fearing God means obeying Him (Gen. 22:12).
Deu 10:12  And now, Israel, what does Jehovah your God ask of you, but to fear Jehovah your God, to walk in all His ways, and to love Him, and to serve Jehovah your God with all your heart and with all your soul,

Deu 13:4  You shall walk after Jehovah your God and fear Him, and keep His commandments, and obey His voice, and you shall serve Him and hold fast to Him.
The benefits of fearing God

1. The fear of the Lord brings deliverance (2Kings 17:39)

2. Fear of the Lord brings health to your body and nourishment to your bones (Prov. 3:7-8).

3. The fear of the Lord adds length to life, but the days of evil one are cut short (Proverbs 10:27). 

4. The fear of the Lord is a fountain of life, turning man from the snares of death (Proverbs 14:27). 

5. The fear of the Lord leads to life: the one rests content, untouched by trouble (Proverbs 19:23). 

6. Humility and the fear of the Lord bring wealth and honour and life (Prov. 22:4).

7. Fear of the Lord brings a hedge of protection and deliverance (Pslm 34:7)

8. Fear of the Lord removes lack (Pslm. 34:9)

9. The bible says that if we fear God the eyes of the Lord will be on us and his ears will be attentive to our cry (Psalms 34:15). 

10. He will deliver us from all our troubles, comfort us and protect us (Psalms 34:17-20). 

11. He provides food for those who fear him; he remembers his covenant forever (Psalms 111:5).

12. The Lord will bless and prosper the man who fears the Lord, who finds delight in his commands.

13. His children will be mighty in the land: the generation of the upright will be blessed.

14. Wealth and riches are in his house: and his righteousness endures for ever.

15. Even in the darkness light dawns for the upright, for the gracious and compassionate and righteous man.

16. Good will come to him who is generous and lends freely, who conducts his affairs with justice.

17. Surely he will never be shaken; a righteous man will be remembered for ever.

18. He will have no fear of bad news; his heart is steadfast, trusting in the LORD.

19. His heart is secure, he will have no fear; in the end he will look in triumph on his foes. (Psalms 112:1-8).
