How healing comes?
You pray to God for your own healing (Ps. 6:2; Jer. 17:14)
By other believer/s laying hands on you (Mk. 16:18; Act 28:8)
Prayer and anointing with [olive] oil in the Name of the Lord (Mark 6:13; Jam. 5:14)

By somebody interceding for you (Num. 12:13)

When the sick repent (2Chr. 7:14; Isa. 6:9-10; 19:22; Hos. 6:1; Act 28:27)
When you stop mourning and start praising the Lord (Isa. 57:18-19)

Who heals?

God is our healer, He is Jehovah Rapha (Exo. 15:26; Deut. 32:39; 2Kg 20:5; Ps. 41:3; 103:3; 147:3; Jer. 30:17)

Can somebody other than Jehovah heal you?
God is our healer, but He has appointed people within the church (body of Christ) and has given them an ability (anointing) to heal the sick (1Cor. 12:28; Mat. 10:1)

He sent His Word and heals (Ps. 107:20)

What is needed for healing?

The power of the Lord (Lk. 5:17)

Faith (Mat. 8:15; 9:22 & 29; 15:28; Mark 5:34; 10:52; Lk. 8:48; 17:19; 18:42, Acts 3:16; 14:8-10;   

Prayer of faith (James 5:15)

Favor and the presence of God (Isa. 58:8)

How sicknesses and diseases come?

Because of our sins (Num. 16: 46-48; Isa. 30:26)
Because of the devil (Job 2:7; 
As a curse and/or punishment (Lev. 26:25; Num. 5:21; 22 & 27; 12:9-10; Deut. 28:59; 2Sam. 24:12 & 15; 1Chron. 21:14; 2Chron. 21:14-15; Ps. 106:15; Jer. 16:4; 21:3; 29:16-18; 44:12; Ezek. 5:17)
Which diseases or sicknesses can be healed?

All can be healed (Deut. 7:15; Mat. 4:23-24; 9:35; Mat. 10:1)
