OBEYING GOD

The Lord has set before us blessings and curses: the blessing if we obey his commands and curse if we disobey his commands (Deuteronomy 11:26-28).

Not everyone who calls me 'Lord, Lord' will enter the Kingdom of heaven, but only those who do what my Father in heaven wants them to do (Mat. 7:21). 

· Because of Adam and Eve’s disobedience hardship, sin, death came, and men lost relationship and fellowship with God (Gen. 3:14-24).

· Moses, a man chosen by, called to lead God’s people to the promise land. A man who use to sit in the presence of God, a man whom one day came down with a glory of God, did not cross river Jordan into the promised land because he disobeyed God at Kadesh where instead of speaking to the rock as God has instructed (Num. 20:1-12).

· Because of disobedience the Israelites took forty years to get to the promise land (Joshua 5:6)

· Aaron’s sons: Nadab and Abihu, disobeyed God by using a different fire for burning incense and they died (Lev. 10:1-2)

· Even if you are sincere in what you are doing, if it is against the will of God you disobey God. In 2Sam. 6:1-7 Uzzah touch the ark of God to prevent it from falling and he died (Exo. 25:14-15; Num. 4:4-6, 15)

It is better to obey him than to sacrifice the best sheep to him. Rebellion against him is as bad as witchcraft, and arrogance is as sinful as idolatry. Because you rejected the LORD's command, he has rejected you as king. (1Sam 15:22-23)

God needs us to obey him at all times so that he may dwell in us through his Spirit (Ephesians 2:22; Acts 5:32) and among us (Leviticus 26:11-12).

Rom 5:19  For as by the one man's disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will be made righteous. 

1Pe 1:22  Having purified your souls by your obedience to the truth for a sincere brotherly love, love one another earnestly from a pure heart, 

1. God treasures all those who obey him (Exodus 19:5-6; Deuteronomy 26:18)

2. But if we obey his word, God’s love is truly made complete in us (1 John 2:5).

3. When you obey God you invite the abundance of God’s blessings and prosperity (Leviticus 26:3-5,10; Deuteronomy 11:14-15; 28:2-5,8,11-13; Job 36:11)

4. Obedience to God brings peace and divine protection (Leviticus 26:5-6)

5. Obedience to God brings victory (Lev. 26:7-8; Deut. 11:8; 28:7; 1 Samuel 15:20)

6. Obedience makes things go well for you and your family (Deut. 12:28)

7. Obedience brings healing (Exo. 15:26)

8. God’s favour is for those who are obedient to God (Leviticus 26:9)

9. Obedience to God makes us to live long (Deuteronomy 11:9)

10. If we fully obey the Lord our God and carefully follow his commands, the Lord our God will set us high above all the nations on earth (Deuteronomy 28:1). 

11. We will be blessed when we come in and blessed when we go out (Deut. 28:6) 

12. God will establish us as his holy people (Deuteronomy 28:9)

May be you have disobeyed God, doing things He does not approve, God is a God of second chance, He gave Jonah a second chance he can also give you (Jonah)
