PERFECT FAITH

Without faith it is impossible to please God. For whoever would draw near to God must believe that He exists and that He rewards those who seek Him (Heb. 11:6)

When you approach God remove your double-mindedness or doubt because wavering faith disqualifies you from receiving the answer to a petition which would otherwise have been acceptable to God (James 1:5-8)

Perfect faith

It is a kind of faith that speaks and things happen, and it is possible. The bible teaches us about the prophet Samuel who experienced this kind of faith. 1Sam 3:19 says “the Lord was with him, and did not let none of his words fall to the ground”. It is a kind of faith that enables us to repel the attacks of the enemy and live victoriously every day (Eph 6:16-17)

By works was faith made perfect James (2:22)

· Meditate on the word (Pslm 17:4; Rm. 10:17)

· Guide your tongue (Pslm. 45:1)

· Have the Holy Spirit as your Counsellor (Gal. 5:22). 

· Act on your faith (James 2:14-26)

· Walk by faith (2Cor 5:7)

· Have hope. Hope is a condition for faith. It is an unwavering expectation of good, it is for the mind (1Thess 5:8; Hebr. 6:19) an anchor for the soul. It put us in a place where we can believe, but it is not in itself faith. Yet without hope there are no things hoped for, and so we can not have faith. Hebr. 11:1 says “ Now faith is being sure of what we hope for, and certain of what we do not see.

· Pray, for between hope and faith is prayer; Mark 11:24 says “Therefore I say unto you what things soever you desire, when you pray, believe…”
