The cross and its power by P Malindi (Easters 2007)
Gal 6:14 But I will never brag about anything except the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ. Because of his cross, the world is dead as far as I am concerned, and I am dead as far as the world is concerned.
In order for you to understand and appreciate the power of the cross there are few things you need to know. First about the location, secondly the person on the cross and the cross and thirdly what happened on the cross and its gains on us.
Moriah – “Chosen by Jehovah”, Seen of Jah or Jehovah will see to it
1) The place where Abraham took Isaac for sacrifice (Gen. 22:2)
2) Place where God showed mercy for His people (1 Chr. 21:15)

3) The place of change (substitution and reconsideration) (Gen. 22:13)

4) Place where David built an altar and sacrificed burnt offerings and fellowship offerings (1 Chr. 21:18, 26)

5) The mount on the eastern edge of Jerusalem on which Solomon built the temple (1 Chr. 22:1; 2 Chr. 3:1)
Jesus – Jehovah is Salvation (Mat. 1:21)
His name Emmanuel (Mat. 1:23)

Christ is Greek and Messiah is Hebrew both meaning the Anointed One

God was so pleased to have His fullness dwell in Him (Col. 1:19)

Isaiah calls Him “Wonderful, Counsellor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace” (Isa. 9:6), which means He is a true representation of God.

He is the power and the wisdom of God (1Cor. 1:24)

He is for us wisdom from God; that is, our righteous, holiness, and redemption (1Cor. 1:30)

The Radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His being (Heb. 1:3)

The Container of God’s grace (1 Cor. 1:4)

Spiritual Rock (1 Cor. 10:4)

Lord of the dead and living (Rom. 14:9)

Mediator of a new covenant (Heb. 9:15)

The author and the perfecter of our faith (Heb.12:2)

Strengthener (Phil. 4:13)

Passover Lamb (1 Cor. 5:7)

On the Cross

He opened holy place for us (Heb 9:12 &19)

Gate to paradise (Jn 10:9)

He came so that we can live (1Cor 15:22)

Everlasting life (Jn 3:16;10:10)

He came to heal (Isa 53:4-5; 1Peter 2:24)

To cancel the code against us (Col 2:14)

To make us conquerors (Rom 8:37; Phil 4:13)

His blood bought us to become Sons of God (Gal. 3:26) so that we can be partakers of His divine nature (2 Pt. 1:4) and His holiness (Heb. 12:10). Partakers of His glory (Jn. 17:22), Partakers of His power (Luke 10:19) and Partakers of His kingship (Rev. 1:6)

Spiritual power and stability of the Cross

On the cross Jesus became a disgrace on our behalf so that we can be able to be partakers of Gods glory

Victory over Satan: Disarming all powers and principalities (Col 2:15)

Victory over death: Annulled death and made it of no effect (2 Tim 1:10) 

Jesus underwent death for all, so that the living might no longer be living to themselves, but to him who underwent death for them and came back from the dead (2Cor. 5:15).
He bore the rejection on our behalf so that we can be accepted and be reconciled to God (Rom 5:10)

Through Him, God has reconciled all things to Himself, whether things on the earth, or things in the heavens, having made peace through the blood of His cross. We, being in past times alienated and enemies in our minds in our evil works, yet now He has reconciled in the body of His flesh through death, to present us holy and without blemish and blameless before Him (Col. 1:20-22) 

God raised us with Christ and seated us in Heavenly places (Eph. 2:6)
