THE IMPORTANCE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN OUR LIVES

Throughout the bible you will read about the trinity, which is the union of three in one Godhead. When you read Genesis chapter one you will read about the God the Father in verse one, Holy Spirit in verse two and the Word of God (Christ) from verse three onwards. These three forms of God are three witnesses in heaven and they are one (1Jn 5:7 Amplified version). Another thing you will notice in the bible is three groups and three counselors. God the father counseled the first group (Judges 20:18&23; 1Sam 14:37; Isa 28:29; Psalms 16:7; 33:11), Jesus Christ came as the second counselor (Isaiah 6:9) and the Holy Ghost came as the third counselor (Jn 14:16). We belong to the third group that is having Holy Spirit as our counselor. Today I want us to look at the importance of the Holy Spirit in our lives.

Firstly, the Holy Spirit came to combine these 3 groups (1Cor 12:13) into one (Eph 3:6; Gal. 3:28).

1Co 12:13  By means of his one Spirit, we all said good-bye to our partial and piecemeal lives. We each used to independently call our own shots, but then we entered into a large and integrated life in which he has the final say in everything. (This is what we proclaimed in word and action when we were baptized.) Each of us is now a part of his resurrection body, refreshed and sustained at one fountain--his Spirit--where we all come to drink. The old labels we once used to identify ourselves--labels like Jew or Greek, slave or free--are no longer useful. We need something larger, more comprehensive. 

Secondly, the Holy Spirit came to restore our authority:

By giving us power (Acts 1:8)

By making us bold and courageous (Acts 4:31)

By anointing us (Acts 10:38)

By Strengthening us (Rom. 8:26; Eph 3:16)

Thirdly, the Holy Spirit came to restore Godliness in us

By reminding us (Jn 14:26)

By teaching us (Jn 14:26; 1Cor 2:13)

By making us to die to sin so that we can live forever (Rom 8:13) 

Interceding for us (Rom 8:26-27)

By sanctifying us (Rom 15:16; 1Cor 6:11, 2 Thess 2:13; 1 Pet 1:2)

By revealing to us the mystery of Christ (Eph 3:3-5)

By renewing us (Titus 3:5)

Fourthly, the Holy Spirit came to sustain us

By enabling us to do what God has called us for (Exo 35:31; Acts 10:38) - Bezaleel the son of Uri
By helping us to destroy those who seek to destroy us (Judges 14) - Samson

By lifting our standard (Isa 59:19)

By helping us to walk upright (Ezek 36:27, Psm 143:10)

By counseling and comforting us (Jn 14:16 & 26)

By bringing joy in our lives (Acts 13:52; 1Thess. 1:6)

By warning us about danger that lies ahead (Acts 20:23)

By leading us (Rom 8:14; Acts 20:22)

By helping us (Rom 8:26)

By helping us to quit the lust of flesh (Gal 5:16)

By carrying us along (2Pet 1:21)

Fifthly, the Spirit of God gives wisdom and ability, understanding and intelligence, and knowledge (Exo. 31:3 Amplified) By enabling us to do what God has called us for (Exo 35:31; Acts 10:38) - Bezaleel the son of Uri
Sixthly, the Holy Spirit quickens our mortal bodies (Rom 8:11)

Lastly, the Holy Spirit came to helps us to accept and understand the things of God (1Cor 2:9-16)
