FROM BEING A CHILD TO BEING THE SON OF GOD

1Co 13:11  When I was a child, I was speaking as a child, I was thinking as a child, I was reasoning as a child; but when I have become a man, I have put away the [things] of the child. 

A child is a simple-minded and immature person who lacks accountability and responsibility. A child does what ever pleases him/her and he/she does not think about the future or other people. 

However, a son is a builder of the family name, he is a worthy child, he is very resourceful and fruitful, he shows courage and determination (that is, he is valiant). He is a continuator; that is, he makes sure that his family’s legacy continues. He is accountable and he is responsible.

God wants sons; that is why the first man created was the son of God (Lk 3:38). God needed someone to extend His kingdom and his authority to earth (Gen 1:26)

When man sinned against God, the privilege of being the sons was lost

The world is waiting for the revelation of the sons of God (Rom 8:19)

The creation was frustrated by the devil (Rom 8:20)

God has to bring his only begotten Son, Christ, to redeem man.

Those who believed in Him were made children of God (Jn 1:12)

When Christ has ascended, God send His Spirit (Jn 14:15)

So that whoever is obedient to be led by the Spirit can be come the son of God (Rom. 8:14)

 Pre requisites of being the son of God:

1. Holiness: Therefore come out from them and be separate, Touch no unclean thing, and I will receive you, I will be a Father to you and you will be my sons and daughters (2Cor. 6:17-18)

2. Be baptised into Christ (Acts 2:38; Gal 3:26)

3. Be filled by the Holy Spirit (Rom 2:10-16)

4. Be an overcomer (Rev 21:7)

5. Be strong (Heb. 12:1-12) because as a son you have to be able to face the hard times and adversities:

Though we will be hard pressed on every side, we will not be crushed; though we may be perplexed, we do not despair; though we may be persecuted, we are not abandoned; though we may be struck down, we are not destroyed (2Cor. 4:8-9).

6. The one with a heart of the shepherd (1Pet. 5:1-4) and be able to give an account (Jn 17:12)

7. The one who is able to risk his own life to protect the sheep (1Sam 17:34-36, Jn 10:11-18)

8. Somebody who trust in the Lord (1Sam 17:37) and faith in Jesus (1Jn 5:5)
