Water Baptism

Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: (Matt. 28:19)

Eph 4:5  One Lord, one faith, one baptism, 

What is it?

It is a doctrine that is part of the foundation of Christian life (Hebr. 6:2)

Baptism and baptise are words copied from Greek words baptisma and baptizo, respectively. 

Baptizo, in Greek means “to immerse, cause to be dipped, to submerge, to overwhelm.

Paul says in Col 2:12 that when we are baptised we are buried (Col 2:12)  Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead).

That is why John looked for a place with much water (Jn. 3:23)
What it is not?

These days there is a tradition of sprinkling people with water or pouring on them. I don’t know whether you can bury somebody by sprinkling him?

John was baptising in the river Jordan, Jesus was also baptized in the river Jordan (Mk 1:5,9-10)

There is a difference between baptism and consecrate (made holy) (Exo. 13:2, 12,15; Lev12:8; Lk 2:8) Sin Offering (Lev 4:13-20)

Setting apart of the Levites (Num 8:5-7, 18, 24)

Baptism of John

John taught repentance and when you repent you were baptized (Mark 1:5, 9-10)

Yes, we are!" James and John answered. Then Jesus replied, "You certainly will drink from the cup from which I must drink. And you will be baptized just as I must! (Mk10:39)

Who get baptized?

 Those who Believe (Mark 16:16; Acts 16:31-33)

Those who have faith in the Lord (Acts 8:13)

Those who have their hearts changed (Mat. 3:11; Mark 1:4; Lk 3:3)
Nothing hinders (Acts 8:36-37)

Act 10:47  Can any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized, which have received the Holy Ghost as well as we?
Christian Baptism

Dedication to follow Jesus (Matt. 28:19)

Identify yourself with Jesus (Matt. 3:15)

You are making a covenant with God to die to your self and live a new life (Rom. 6:4)

You must fully believe and there must be nothing that hinders you (Act 8:36-37)

Peter said unto them, `Reform, and be baptized each of you on the name of Jesus Christ, to remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit, (Acts 2:38)

Rom 6:3  Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? 

Rom 6:4  Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 

Rom 6:5  For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:

Rom 6:6  Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

Rom 6:7  For he that is dead is freed from sin. 

Rom 6:8  Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him: 

Rom 6:9  Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him. 

Rom 6:10  For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. 

Col 2:12  Having been put to death with him in baptism, by which you came to life again with him, through faith in the working of God, who made him come back from the dead.
(1Peter3:21) Baptism, which is like that water, now saves you. Baptism doesn't save by removing dirt from the body. Rather, baptism is a request to God for a clear conscience. It saves you through Jesus Christ, who came back from death to life.
