Water Baptism II

Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: (Matt. 28:19)

Last week we talked about baptism, What is it and what it is not, How many baptisms, The advantages or benefits of being baptised, and the prerequisites for baptism.

Today I want to talk about how to baptise:

In our reference scripture Jesus commanded us to baptize in the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost (Matt. 28:19).

Does this mean that people must be dipped three times?

The bible tells us that when we are baptised we are burying ourselves with Christ so that our old selves can also die so that we become new creatures in Christ (Rom. 6:4; Col. 2:12) was Christ buried three time or once? If once, why then do you want to be dipped three times?

Somewhere in the bible it is recorded that we must baptise in the name of Jesus (Acts 2:38; 8:16; 10:48; 19:5) instead of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost as Jesus has commanded in Matthew 28:19. Is this in contradiction with what Jesus has commanded?

For you to understand this let us revisit 1John 5:7 “For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.” 

Who is the Father?

Great, the Mighty God, the LORD of hosts, is his name, (last part of Jer. 32:18)

Who is the Holy Ghost or Spirit?

John 14:26; 15:26: But the Counselor [or, Helper], the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, that One will teach you* all [things] and will cause you* to remember all [things] which I said to you.

John 16:14 He will make known all what is Jesus’ 

Who is the Word?

Joh 1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 

Joh 1:3  All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. 

Then who is Jesus?

Jehovah is Salvation (Matt. 1:21)

Isa 7:14  Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel (God with us)

The Word that has became flesh and dwell among us (John 1:14)

The Son who has been Given all power (John 3:35)

The Son who has the Father in Him (John 14:10-11)

A Son who came as the Father (Isa. 9:6)

The true representation of God; All the fullness of Godhead is in Jesus (Col. 1:15-18; 2:9)

A Son who has been born of Spirit and anointed by the Spirit

This means that if I have used the name of Jesus, it is as good as using the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost
