We ARE THE IMAGE OF THE LIVING GOD, Created for a purpose

The scripture reveals to us in Genesis chapter one that when it comes to the creation of man, unlike other instance where He just used his Word, God called a meeting of the Trinity and said, Let Us [Father, Son and Holy Spirit] make mankind in Our image, after Our likeness (Gen. 1:26 - amplified version). After creating a man, God blessed the man and gave him dominion (i.e. supreme authority) (Gen. 1:28).

In Genesis chapter two verse seven the scripture reveals to us that we do not just bear the image of the living God only but we also bear His Spirit.

Through our mortality the Spirit of God left us (Gen. 6:3), but thanks to God for Jesus, our Saviour, for He has asked God to bring the Spirit back (Jn 14:16-17). Through Jesus Christ we have received the Spirit of Sonship to be co-heir with Christ (Rom. 8:15-17). Through Jesus we became God’s temple, God’s Spirit lives in us (1 Cor. 3:16), and our bodies became the members of Christ himself (1 Cor. 6:15). Through Jesus Christ we are saved, not just to enter heaven only as many of you may think, but we are saved:

· To be Christ ambassadors to implore others on Christ’s behalf to be reconciled to God (2 Cor. 5:20).

· To be an aroma of Christ to spread the fragrance of the knowledge of God everywhere (2 Cor. 2:14-15)

· To reflect the Lord’s glory (2 Cor. 3:18), by living as children of light (Ephs. 5:8-21).

· To use the gifts we have received to serve others faithfully administering God’s grace in its various form (1 Pet. 4:10). Some of these gifts are highlighted in Romans 12 verses 6 through verse 8.

· To testify to the whole world about Jesus (1 Jn. 5:10-12).

· To worship the Lord (Rev 14:7) in truth and in Spirit (Jn 4:23-24), with gladness (Psm. 100:2), and acceptable with reverence and awe, for our “God is a consuming fire” (Hebr. 12:28). 

· To build up the wall and stand before God in the gap on behalf of the world and its creation so that God may have mercy and not destroy it (Ezek. 22:30) like Abraham who stood in the gap before God on behalf of the righteous at Sodom (Gen 18:22-33).

· To pray for other saints, kings and those in authority (Ephes. 6:18; 1 Tim. 2:1-2)

· To be God’s fellow-workers like Apollos and Paul who planted and watered the seed (1 Cor. 3:6-9), which is word of God. To preaching the Word in and out of season (2 Tim. 4:2), teaching others about the word of Christ (Rom. 10:14-17) so that no one will be left in the dark. To please God by having everybody saved and coming to the knowledge of the truth (1 Tim. 2:4).

· To be ministers (officers or servants)of Christ and stewards (overseers or governers) of the mysteries of God (1Cor. 4:1)
Remember we have within us with the kingdom of God (Lk. 17:21), and we are built on the foundation, which is Christ [the Word of God]. Let us remain in Him who is our fullness (Col 2:6-115). As the Scripture says, “We can do all thing in Christ who strengthens us” (Phil. 4:13). Grace be with you all.
